There are lots of ways to stress less over
exams:

Start studying the day the teacher first
says there will be an exam. That way you
won’t be cramming at the last minute.
Schedule study time. Put it in your
calendar or set an alarm on your phone to
remind you.
Focus on smaller chunks of material
during study sessions so they’re easier to
handle.
Ask someone in the class if you can study
together to keep you on track.
Try breathing exercises to relax.
Remind yourself that you don’t have to
get a perfect score on every test. Everyone
slips up, so keep mistakes in perspective.
Think of them as chances to learn for the
next time.

What If I Need Help With Test Anxiety?
If your test anxiety is too hard to handle alone,
talk with a parent, teacher, or come to
student services. We can help you learn ways
to beat it. Test anxiety won't go away
overnight. But dealing with it can help you
handle stress better — even when you’re not
taking exams.
